Question Blocks
1.  How was a father supposed to treat children?  How was a mother supposed to treat children?  What can we conclude about gender roles for men and women from this?
2.  What were the characteristics of a good boy?  What were the characteristics of a bad boy?  What were the characteristics of a good girl?  What were the characteristics of a bad girl?  If children followed the good path, how would it affect their adult lives?  What were the worst things that would happen if children followed the bad path?
3.  These sources reveal a lot about economic class in the early 1800s.  What evidence indicates that these sources were written for a solidly middle class audience?  How were lower-class or working-class people depicted in the sources?  What does this indicate about the behavioral expectations for children based on their class status?  
Format

The answers must be double-spaced with one-inch margins and 12 point font.  Use a simple heading for the assignment.  One inch from the top of the page, title the assignment Chapter 8, “Family Values.”  Single space and type your name.  Single space and type the due date.  Double space and begin your answer.  Double space the body of your answer.  Points will be deducted if the instructions are not followed.  

Your answers should be at least a page-and-a-half long.  You must use evidence from the primary sources to justify your answers.  Cite that evidence simply by putting the title of our book and the page number of your information in parentheses, for example (Going to the Source, 175).  Draw your conclusions from the advice literature.  
I must see evidence that you have read the whole chapter and carefully considered the primary sources (the advice literature) in your answer.  You must refer to multiple documents in your answer in order to earn a good grade.  If you merely recount the introductory material about Nancy Shippen and Francis Wayland, you can earn no higher than a D.
